How WE WORSHIP AND WHY- VESTURE OF WORSHIP (VESTMENTS)

Clothing is not just a tool for keeping warm and modest. It also expresses who we are. In our culture’s
turn to radical individualism, that expression is often thought to be authentic only if it is se/f*

expression. Through most of human history, however, dress was a way of expressing one’s place in a
community — the self defined in relationship to others. The ancient tradition of liturgical vesture allows us
to identify the clergy as officers of the church, whose vesture identifies them as authorized to carry out
sacred actions on behalf of Christ. The symbolism, is theological. The black cassock stands for the sinful
human nature, and the call to repentance . The white surplice (or the closer-fitting alb) reminds us of the
perfect righteousness of Christ, by which our sins are covered, through faith. (The black tippet or scarf is
a symbol of priestly authority.) The coloured vestments that may go over the surplice — the cape-like cope,
the scarf-like stole, the poncho-like chasuble (worn by the priest at the Eucharist), the sleeved and two-
barred dalmatic (worn by the deacon), the sleeved and one-barred tunicle (worn by sub-deacon or clerk)
and so on — stand for the good works in which we glorify God. In our works we show forth the identity
we have received from God in faith: “as the elect of God, holy and beloved” says the apostle, “put on...
hearts of compassion, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, longsuffering; forbearing one another,
and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel against any: even as Christ forgave you, so also do ye.
And above all these things put on charity...” (Colossians 3:12-14). In the vesture of the clergy in worship,
we see the gifts and callings of all Christians.
