months with 31 days).

The Lessons: There are two cycles of lessons in the Prayer Book — those for daily
Morning and Evening Prayer (printed here), and a second and complementary cycle
of those for the Eucharist (or other principal services) on Sundays and other holy
days, which are based on the epistles and gospels printed in the Prayer book.
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
